A Servant’s Attitude
A servant’s heart and attitude is the most important aspect of any responsibility held in a church—and Northgate is no exception. Actors are servants to the congregation, to the tech team and to each other. Yes, servants. This is both Biblical and practical. A servant’s attitude looks out for the best interests of all participants on the platform and balcony—regardless if things turn out the way we personally like or not—and even when we feel like others are not listening to us.  ( 

Maintaining a servant’s attitude is not an easy task. After your costar messes up his or her lines for the third time, frustration begins to creep in. When you make the effort to come to rehearsal prepared and on time and others don’t, we may begin to feel the urge to set a few people straight at the next available moment. In circumstances such as these, we need to resist the temptation to become angry and remember that we are servants performing these tasks to glorify God. This remains a challenge for all of us.

Philippians 2:6–8 is a great starting point to see what the Bible teaches about servant hood:

Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:  Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness. And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death—even death on a cross!

Preparation
The amount of time spent rehearsing will be different for each person and skit. The runthrough before the services begin is not the time to learn your lines and blocking for the first time. Actors should have their lines memorized before the first rehearsal.  Rehearsals are intended to perfect the delivery of lines and the interaction of the actors and to work out blocking. During rehearsals, any questions and/or comments will be addressed to the director, NOT to one’s fellow actors or to the technicians. 

Weekly Responsibilities
Actors are to show up at the agreed upon time on Saturdays and Sundays.  Depending on the actors and the skit, there may be one last rehearsal held before services begin.  The dates and times of any rehearsal session are agreed upon at the previous rehearsal.  Any skit will be performed for all of the services held that weekend.   Your responsibilities end when the last skit performance is over.

There will be a sound check and a runthrough of the entire skit with the sound/video technicians before the Saturday and first Sunday services begin. These are critical parts of the preparation. 
We Don’t Live in a Utopia

If all of the above went right each weekend we would be living in a perfect world. But we don’t, and that is why we need grace. People show up late, technical difficulties arise, equipment breaks down and people have bad days—life happens. All this to say that the first section of this document is the most important: having a servant’s attitude. We all should have the same goals each weekend: to glorify God, proclaim the gospel and serve each other. If these things are our priorities, all the rest will fall into place.
